offers excursions, charters or similar outfitting services and goods related to the sporting life

The images should be
representative in subject matter and price range of the work or products to be offered for sale at the
Festival but need not be actual exhibit pieces. Sportsmans Pavilion applicants should submit images of
their displays as exhibited at previous shows.
